RE: Locke Street Roadway Improvements — Construction Estimate

On May 20, 2020, the Engineering Department received the attached construction estimate (in
the amount of $233,000) for the roadway improvements on Locke Street. These improvements

were approved by the Planning Board on April 16, 2020 as part of the 36 Dunster Road

subdivision.

The Engineering Department has reviewed the estimate and finds it be acceptable, except that we
recommend adding $10,000 to the estimate to cover the cost of as-built plan preparations.
Additionally, in accordance with Section 8.1.3 of the Subdivision Regulations, the Engineering
Department recommends that a 10% engineering and construction contingency be added to the
estimate, along with a 3% annual escalation factor over five years, as shown in the table below.

Based on this calculation, the Engineering Department recommends that the Board require a

bond in the amount of $309.000.

On May 7, 2020, Craig Miller submitted a Form G — Road Bond/Lot Release Request (attached),
requesting that the Board allow a “... reduction in the Tripartite escrow amount based on the
completion of items. Items completed in this request include items 6, 7, and 10 on the attached

list.”

As requested by Mr. Miller, the Engineering Department has reviewed the status of items 6, 7,
and 10 from our “Abby Road Construction Estimate” dated April 6, 2020. The status of these

items is outlined below:

Section 8.4.4(b) of the Subdivision Regulations states:

“Any required planting areas have been installed for a sufficient time and are in a
healthy condition so that the Board, upon advice of the Tree Warden, may be satisfied

1




that the vegetation has been established. The required time period shall be one (1) year
[from installation through to the following July 1 for shrubs and grassed areas and the
period specified in Section 7.11.7 for trees. The Board shall retain a surety in the
amount of five percent (5%) of the total cost of improvements to ensure the establishment
of vegetation. Upon advice of the Tree Warden, the Board shall require the proper
installation of replacement plantings in accordance with the above-referenced period of
time for insurance of tree survival.” '

Based on this requirement, the Engineering Department recommends releasing the full amount
for Item 10, and retaining 5% for Items 6 and 7 in accordance with Section 8.4.4(b). The final
recommended release from the Tripartite Agreement is therefore $28.450, with $1488 held
as a retainage. The plantings will need to be reassessed after July 1, 2021, and any trees or
other landscaping will need to be replaced if deemed necessary by the Town.

We request this application for relief from the Zoning Ordinances be accepted by the Zoning Board of
Appeal for our Single-Family Home located in General Residence District RG at 16 Kendall Street
in Winchester, MA.

We request relief from meeting Zoning Ordinance Section 4.0: Dimensional Requirements to construct a
rear addition to our Single-Family Home. The pre-existing non-conforming lot presents a substantial
hardship for the following reasons:

The existing property does not meet the requirements of minimum frontage, minimum lot area,
open space, and minimum front yard setback. Since the existing lot is undersized, the
supplemental requirements are also undersized; therefore, present a substantial hardship in
meeting current conformities per Section 4.

The design approach looks to meet dimensional requirements wherever possible:

Per Section 4: Table of Dimensional Requirements: the pre-existing condition does not meet the
side yard setback requirement of 10’-0”. The existing rear corner condition is 8’-9” from the
property line. However, the proposed addition is design such that it would meet the required 10°-
0” setback from the property line and therefor not intensify the existing non-conformity.

Per Section 4: Table of Dimensional Requirements: the pre-existing condition does not meet the
hardscape coverage requirements. The proposed addition is sited such that it will replace an
existing hardscaped patio and not look to intensify hardscaping further. Attached stormwater
and site drainage plans support proper water mitigation.

Per Section 4: Table of Dimensional Requirements: the pre-existing condition does not meet the
distance between buildings requirement of 15°-0”. The existing condition at the side of the
addition is 13’-5” from the neighbor. However, the proposed addition is design such that it
would meet the required 15°-0” setback and, therefore, not intensity the existing non-conformity.

All other conditions of the bylaws are met as follows:

The proposed addition at the rear of the pre-existing non-conforming structure will meet the
required rear yard setback of 10°-0”; therefore, the addition will not create a new non-
conformity.

The proposed addition will comply with all other dimensional setback requirements and will
meet the maximum height requirements per Section 4.

The addition is at the back of the existing main structure and is no closer to the side lot line than
the existing house and, therefore, would not intensify the existing non-conformity.



e The proposed exterior modifications are sympathetically designed with appropriately scaled
elements and materials to match the existing house, and the massing is broken up as to not
overwhelm the existing home. The main home will be fully preserved, and the addition will
seamlessly blend with the existing features and character.

e The proposed massing preserves the passage of light and air and further reinforces the aesthetic
qualities of the existing home, neighborhood, and district.

e Due to its location on the lot, and its sympathetically scaled components, the addition does not
encroach or infringe on any neighboring residential properties, nor would it adversely affect
ingress or egress to the property and structures, nor cause screening or buffering of neighboring
properties.

The following is-submitted in anticipation of a Planning Board meeting scheduled for June 16, 2020 as background
and temporary documentation of §8 Harvard Street. The property is currently undergoing more complete
documentation to be recorded as part of an area encompassing Harvard and Irving streets known as Winchester
Park. The area is part of an ongoing Historic Properties Survey of Winchester’s North End using Mass. Historical
Commission funding and methodology. The survey project is anticipated to be completed in September by
consultant Claire W. Dempsey. There is a likely potential that the area will be recommended for listing on the
National Register of Historic Places as a district as part of the survey product.

Description:

Name: Adams House

Date:  1894-1897

Style:  Queen Anne

Type: end house, possibly dedicated two-family

Although in a neglected condition, the house is substantially well-preserved, retaining original or early wood
clapboard finishes and trim. Sash has been replaced but the original paneled, lit front door survives.

A residential building, it is a two-story example of what is known as an ‘end house,” a type that evolved during the
second half of the 19™ century. End houses are characterized by a re-orientation of common buildings from having
the broad eave and roof-ridge arranged parallel to the street to perpendicular. This manner of siting resulted in the
taller, narrower, gabled end becoming the principal fagade. It was thought to have originated with the emergence of
the Greek Revival ‘temple front” house type, but such siting can be observed as early as the 18" century in urban
settings. It likely took place as a result of greater desired densify and land costs driven by the desirability for
frontage resulting in narrow, deep lots. The end house form can be observed in most popular revival styles of the
period, including Greek, Italianate, Second Empire and Queen Anne.

The building’s overall dimensions are 21 feet wide by 34 feet deep. This example is expanded laterally by a full-
height gabled bay in the rear-right corner that project 5 feet from the side, a common feature. A full-width, double-
deck porch, likely an early 20™-century addition, fills the fagade. This porch, including the building’s early

" . occupancy history, suggests it was built as a.dedicated two-family, but interior inspection would be required to -
verify this. A smaller enfry porch is visible on the left side, rear. ' ' -

The building retains original, simple finishes, including wood clapboard siding, plain trim, and edge-molded
casings. The cornice is boxed with molded rake boards. The main gable retains its original decorative treatment of
shingles stepped in a saw-tooth pattern to give this portion of the fagade a rich texture; this is a character-defining
feature of the Queen Anne style. The first-story porch railing has a distinctive balustrade of widely spaced balusters
and off-set horizontal rails. The upper deck is surrounded by a solid clapboard parapet and the posts here are also
sheathed in what appear to be clapboards or shingles. These porch finishes, characteristic of the early 20" century,
support the supposition that the double-deck porch is an early alteration or addition. '

The house is sited at a shallow setback that matches the surrounding streetscape on a double lot. It forms an integral
part of a largely intact late-19"-century streetscape of well-preserved single- and two-family housing. Although the



neighborhood consists of a di\;ersity of types including end houses, duplexes, two-families and three deckers, the
whole is generally in a good condition of preservation and forms a balanced and harmonious built enviornment. A
modest amount of later in-fill from the early to-mid 20® century contributes to the unity of the neighborhoods
architecture.

The Adams House is part of a large, planned residential subdivision undertaken in 1891 on land formerly in
agricultural use during the 19" century. Ongoing research by Dempsey indicates the land was owned by farmer
Joseph Stone prior to 1849 and purchased by Frederick O. Prince on speculation that year. Prince (1818-1899) was
a prominent citizen of Winchester, promoter of its incorporation as a separate town in 1850, and later mayor of
Boston (1877-1881). It was acquired a year later by local merchant and real estate developer Jerome B. Judkins (c.
1822-1896). After Judkins later defaulted on mortgages and filed for bankruptcy in 1876 the land was acquired by -
successful regional developer G. Edward Smith (c. 1841-1917) of Boston and later Brookline. The 1889 Walker
county atlas depicts a plan to subdivide into modest lots flanking a single extension of Prince Street south of -
Washington Street, but Smith later filed a subdivision plan reflecting the current arrangement of Irving and Harvard
streets flanked by minimal lots, many of which were combined to create larger parcels.

In 1894 Smith sold three lots, including those that comprise the subject property, to John L. Webster and three years
Jater Webster sold to Alexander Wilson “...with buildings thereon.” Consideration was not specified and the
identities of both have not yet been ascertained; neither were residents of Winchester. When Webster acquired the
property the deed included a restriction that required “...that no building shall be erected on said granted premises
costing less than one thousand dollars or within fifteen feet of the line of any street.” All of this suggests the house
was built for or by Webster between c. 1894 and 1897. ‘

Period directory listings identify Wilson’s tenants in 1901 as Samuel Ahlberg and Harry Crowell. Both were
machinists. The 1900 Federal Census identified Ahlberg (born 1872), a native of Sweden and Crowell (born 1874),
a native of Mass. with wives and one child of Ahlberg in separate households. Although this supports the
supposition that the house is a dedicated two-family, its appearance leaves this ambiguous; the two families may
have shared the house in common. Other occupants during the first decade of the 20™ century included John
Squires, laborer (1903), and Thomas Jeffs and Mrs. Alesia E. Torrey (1905), also in separate households, none of
whom could be identified through available records, suggesting the property underwent a degree of transience.

In 1906 the property was acquired by Hattie G. Adams, the wife of Matthew W. Adams, who moved to Winchester
from Cambridge and occupied the house. Matthew Adams (1866-1910) was a native of Lynchburg, Virginia. The
register of his 1898 Boston marriage to Attie Gordon identified him as “(col.)” and Attie (born c. 1873) as “(white).”
According to this record Attie was a native of Scotland (imm. 1893) and a waitress, and Matthew worked as a
porter. The 1910 census identified both, as well as their three children Emmett A. (born c. 1896), Melvin O. (born c.
1900) and Marvina (born c. 1905), under “color or race,” as “B:” black. At this time Matthew Adams worked as a
porter for the Pullman Co. and “Addie” worked as a washerwoman for a private family. Emmet “worked out” as a
“farm boy” and the others had no occupations, likely remaining in school. Also according to the 1910 census return
both had been married for 17 years at this time. The death certificate for Matthew W. Adams identified his father as
Munroe Adams of Lynchburg, Virginia and his mother as “unknown.” At this time the Adams’s housed tenants: the
five-member family of Thomas Hooper, a teamster, and his wife, Rosetta L., and three children all identified as “B”
in the race column (Thomas was also a native of Virginia and Rosetta of Mass. but whose mother was of Virginia).

In 1927 Matthew Adams’ heirs, his three children and son-in-law Wilbert J. Foster (husband of Marvina), sold the
property, which by this time included lots 18, 22, 26 and the northerly half of 30, to Giusseppe and Rosa F. Ferro.
Two generations of the Ferro family owned the property until selling to the current owner in 2013.
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
